Read the directions carefully! This is almost like the Uno you already know, but a bit different.

· Choose a dealer by drawing cards from the deck. Highest card is the dealer. (Only number cards count. If a “face” card is drawn, you must put it back and take a different card.)

· The dealer deals 7 cards to each player, and places the leftover cards in a stack face down. The top card is flipped over to start the discard pile. If a “face” card is drawn, put it back in the deck to start with a number card. Play is clockwise (starts to the left of the dealer.)

· At each turn, a player may play a card from their hand that matches the color or number of the top exposed card, or play a wild or wild draw four. If a player cannot play a card, that player draws the top card of the stock, and may either play it or place it in their hand. 

· To play a card, you must say the name of the card in Spanish. For a number card, you must say the number and the color in Spanish. For other special cards, see below.If you forget to say the color or the number in Spanish (for example, “dos azul”), or say the wrong words, you must draw a card.

· When a player plays down to only one card, that player is required to say "uno" to warn other players. The hand is over when one player has discarded all of their cards.
